COURSE DESCRIPTION
MTH 03 ALGEBRA I (3 Cr.)  Introduces fundamentals, rational and real numbers, linear equations and inequalities, graphing, systems of linear equations, and polynomials.  Develops mathematical proficiency necessary for selected curriculum entrance.  
PREREQUISITES

Prerequisites for Math 03 are Math 02 or equivalent and a satisfactory score on an appropriate proficiency examination.
COREQUISITES

Corequisites for Math 03 are English 04 or equivalent.

GRADING

The final grade for the semester will be an "R" (Reenroll) if (1) you have received a grade of at least 75 on each Chapter Test and (2) a grade of at least 75 on the final which covers Chapters 1-5.  If you do not pass a test or exam you may be retested*, within time constraints.  Maximum 5 attempts on each chapter test.  All tests must be successfully completed by the last class of the semester.  The exam may only be taken three times (once originally and two retakes).

If the above levels are not met, you will receive a "U" (Unsatisfactory).

A grade of "S" is received upon the successful completion of the second semester of Algebra I B. (Part B Chapters 6-9 and a comprehensive exam on Chapters 1-9.)

TUTORING
*In order to be able to take a chapter test more than 3 times a minimum of one hour per week tutoring is required.
ATTENDANCE

Regular and punctual attendance is mandatory.  If absent for any reason, you are responsible for any material or information missed in class.  Students must make arrangements with the instructor immediately upon return to class.  Tests or retests must be made up within 5 days.  Retests must be made up within 5 days of last test attempted.
ADMINISTRATIVE WITHDRAWAL
As announced by each instructor at the beginning of each course and specified in the course of study, a student can be withdrawn from a course on the written recommendation of the instructor for prolonged, consecutive, unexcused absences.
