All papers handed in for review or grading should be written neatly and clearly.  A sufficient number of steps should be included in each problem so that the procedure is clear.  Both the method of solution and the final result are considered significant and both will be considered in the assignment of grades.

Homework is an essential part of this math course.  You are expected to complete all homework assignments.

OFFICE HOURS

TESTS
The book is divided into chapters.  As you complete each chapter, I will give you a test over the material covered.  You need a grade of at least 75 to pass a test.  If you do not pass the test, you may study some more and then be retested.  Maximum 5 attempts on each chapter test.*  All tests must be completed by the last class of the semester.

Retests must be taken within 5 days of last test attempted.

EXAMS

You need a grade of at least 75 to pass the final exam.  If you do not pass the exam, you may study some more and then be retested, within time constraints.  The exam may only be taken three times.  (Once originally and two retakes.)

GRADING 

There are two possible grades you can receive for the semester:

S (Satisfactory)=  A grade of "S" signifies that you have made a 75 or greater on each chapter test (Chapters 1-5, 6.1-6.4, 7, 10, 11.1-11.4) and a 75 or greater on the comprehensive exam.

U (Unsatisfactory)=  You have not completed the minimum requirements and you will be retested the next semester over the chapters you did complete before you may proceed.

*TUTORING
In order to be able to take a chapter test more then 3 times a minimum of one hour per week tutoring is required.
Tutoring is available in the A-Center (8:00 a.m. – 5:00 p.m., M-Th, - and -     8:00 a.m. – 3:30 p.m., F)  and  in the Math Lab (times to be announced).
ATTENDANCE

Regular and punctual attendance is mandatory.  If absent for any reason, you are responsible for any material or information missed in class.  Compensation must be made for work missed due to absence.  Students must make arrangements with the instructor immediately upon return to class.

WITHDRAWAL


Anyone who completes the withdrawal procedure of Student Services not later 
than October 29, 2009 will receive a grade of “W.”  Withdrawal after October 29, 
2009 will result in a grade of “U” except in mitigating circumstances.
ADMINISTRATIVE WITHDRAWAL


As announced by each instructor at the beginning of each course and specified in 
the course of study, a student can be withdrawn from a course on the written 
recommendation of the instructor for prolonged, consecutive, unexcused 
absences.
