MTH 151 (Mathematics for the Liberal Arts I):

You need to complete requirements of MTH 03 (ALGEBRA I),

MTH 04 (ALGEBRA II), and MTH 06 (DEVELOPMENTAL GEOMETRY).

MTH 115 (Technical Mathematics I):

You need to complete requirements of MTH 03 (ALGEBRA I),

and either MTH 06 (DEVELOPMENTAL GEOMETRY), -OR- MTH 04 (ALGEBRA II)

MTH 120 (Introduction to Math):

You need to complete requirements of MTH 02 (ARITHMETIC).

You need to complete requirements of MTH 02 (ARITHMETIC) and also complete the requirements for an "R" in MTH 03 (Chapters 1-5 and exam).

TUTORING:
Tutoring is available in the A-Center ( 8:00 a.m. - 5:00 p.m., M-Th and 8:00 a.m.  - 3:30 p.m., F ) and in the Math Lab (times to be announced).

CALCULATORS:
No calculators allowed for MTH 02 and MTH 03.

TESTS:

The book is divided into chapters.  As you complete each chapter, I will give you a test over the material covered.  You need a grade of at least 75 to pass a test.  If you do not pass the test, you may study some more and then be retested.  Maximum 5 attempts on each chapter test.  As soon as you pass a test, you move on to the next chapter.  All tests must be completed by the last class of the semester.

EXAMS:

You need a grade of at least 75 to pass an exam.  If you do not pass the exam, you may study some more and then be retested, within time constraints.  The exam may only be taken three times.  (Once originally and two retakes.)

GRADING:

There are three possible grades you can receive for the semester:

S (Satisfactory) = A grade of "S" signifies that you have completed all of the required material for the developmental course in which you are enrolled; i.e., MTH 02, MTH 03, MTH 04, or MTH 06.


In order to complete the developmental math requirement, you need a grade of 75 on each chapter test and the exams.

Chapters 1-5, 6.1-6.4, 7, 10, 11.1-11.4,

plus a comprehensive exam.

MTH 03, Algebra I


Chapters 1-5 and comprehensive exam on Ch. 1-5, Ch. 6-9, plus comprehensive exam on Ch. 1-9.

 
MTH 04, Algebra II

Ch. 1-5 plus comprehensive exam on Ch. 1-5, Ch. 6-9, plus a comprehensive exam on Ch. 1-9.

MTH 06, Devel. Geometry
Chapters 1-7, plus a comprehensive exam.

R (Reenroll)=  Since it  is often not possible to complete Elementary Algebra and Intermediate Algebra in one semester, a grade of "R" can be assigned to signify that you have made satisfactory progress, but you have not finished yet.  To receive a grade of "R" you must complete the following number of chapters:

Ch. 1 through 5 and an exam on 

Ch. 1-5.

MTH 04, Algebra II


Ch. 1 through 5 and an exam on 







Ch. 1-5.

These are minimum requirements.  It is very possible that you will complete more chapters than this, and it is to your advantage to do so.

U (Unsatisfactory) = You have not completed the minimum requirements and you will be retested the next semester over the chapters you did complete before you may proceed.

INDIVIDUAL INSTRUCTOR POLICY:
All papers handed in for review or grading should be written neatly and clearly.  A sufficient number of steps should be included in each problem so that the procedure is clear.  Both the method of solution and the final result are considered significant and both will be considered in the assignment of grades.
Homework is an essential part of this math course.  You are expected to complete all homework assignments.
